DIRECTIONS TO VENUE ( Beacon training ground ) 
Please note that our venue is in the middle of several motorways and main roads. It is impossible to add directions to 

We have included the most popular, but you may find it useful to check an internet route finder before 
setting out. The postcode is WS9 0SQ. In case you should get lost, the venue is directly opposite Streetly Crematorium,

From South on M6 

Leave at Junc 7 and take A34 to Birmingham. At 2nd set of traffic lights turn left into Queslett Road (A4041). Continue down 
this road to 4th roundabout. Turn left onto A452 (Chester Road) towards Brownhills. At 3rd set of traffic lights, next to 

Hardwick Arms, turn left into Little Hardwick Road. The venue is about ½ mile on the right. 
From North west 

Join A5 from M6(J/M6toll. After about 10 miles turn right onto A452 (Chester Road). Continue along this until reach traffic 
lights next to Hardwick Arms. Turn right into Little Hardwick Road, and the venue is about ½ mile on the right

DIRECTIONS TO NEWBOLD ON AVON VILLAGE HALL From M6 
Leave M6 at junction 1, Turn towards Rugby on A426 

Continue straight on over islands/lights past Tesco and retail parks 
Pass Ford dealer on left/Vauxhall dealer on right, turn right at next traffic island signed  B4112 Newbold. 

Village Hall about .75 of a mile on right just before crossroads with pub on corner. 
Very old House at front of hall,  driveway at side of house Car park at the rear 

From M40 & Banbury 
Leave M40 at J11 Signed Banbury, Continuue over roundabouts for approx .5 of mile and turn right at roundabout signed 

A423 Southam. 
On the outskirts of Southam Stay on A423 until 3rd Roundabout then turn right signed A426 Rugby / Dunchurch. 

At Dunchurch straight over lights for A426 Rugby, At next roundabout bear left signed Rugby. 
At one way system bear left ,then keep right, Then straight on A426 Lutterworth / Leicester. 
At roundabout straight on A426 past Police station on right, down hill under railway arches. 

At small roundabout bear left signed B4112 Newbold. 
Village Hall about .75 of a mile on right just before crossroads with pub on corner. 

Very old House at front of hall, driveway at side of house, Car park at the rear 
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
